Ours are a 
grade higher ?  and once you see them alongside a standard rail, you'll 
understand why. 

We recommend using rail lengths no longer than two meters to minimise 
issues with twisting, bending, or warping, and to achieve a nicely 
proportioned look, avoiding a stretched-out appearance.

The 150mm x 50mm rails are machine-gauged on all four sides to f it 
precisely into the pre-routered slots in the posts. The 200mm x 50mm rails 
are machined on three sides, allowing for a rough sawn f inish on the f ront, 
providing a more rustic look when used with larger posts.

Our pre-routered post types allow for any fence layout you can imagine. 
With the f lexibility for rails to f it into the pre-routered slots at a wide 
variety of  angles. Changes in direction or variations in ground elevation or 
slopes can be handled with ease.

The post size sets the tone for your whole fence line. Go smaller for clean 
and elegant.
